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Confidentiality Agreement
In consideration of the mutual covenants set forth herein, and other good and valuable consideration,
Schmitz Cargobull AG, Bahnhofstraße 22, D - 48612 Horstmar (hereinafter “SCB”)
and
     
 and its affiliated entities, (hereinafter “Supplier”),
agree to exchange and handle confidential information which may be disclosed between them as follows:

 

SCB requests an offer from the vendor on technical parts and / or Services provided for new and / or are already in series parts in the work area of SCB. 

In order to make it possible that a provider can make a bid, it is necessary, to give the provider Information about the work area and to give the providers operate aims. 

All provided Information by SCB to make an offer to SCB are referred to as "preliminary information"  

On this basis, following has been agreed: 

 

§ 1 
The parties agree that given advanced information remain secret. 

This means that the provider or third party will not protect or log rights on by SCB and / or Supplier developed versions of prior information 

 

§ 2 
The provider undertakes to ensure that its employees and other third party appointed by him keep prior information secret; SCB and / or Supplier can require that an appropriate confidentiality agreement 
a. between the supplier and its employees is demonstrated 
b. with delegated Third Party documented in writing. 
A preliminary disclosure of information to third parties if necessary, require the prior written approval by SCB and / or Supplier. 

 

§ 3 
Both parties are aware that the violation of operating and Trade secrets is punishable and can be prosecuted with imprisonment for up to five years  
For wilful or negligent violation of the confidentiality agreement the provider is liable for all damage caused at SCB and / or Supplier under the statutory Laws. 

The provider is equally liable for the conduct of its employees and other third party designated by him. 

 

§ 4 

The term of this Agreement shall commence on the Effective Date and continue for a period of two (2) years.  
The obligation applies regardless of whether the vendor submits an offer and whether it is to issue an order on the basis the offer comes. The confidentiality obligation exists in every case for a period of 5 years starting from the notification of acceptance of the available Preliminary information. 

§ 5 
SCB and / or Supplier is obliged to return  immediately  all writing or drawings or Samples or data to preliminary information made available by SCB and / or Supplier when the submission of a bid or an aside offer from SCB is not adopted. 

In this case SCB and / or Supplier can only retain a copy of the preliminary information in its legal department solely for the purposes of evidence that in the context of the return of all other documents 
must be confirmed explicitly.

 

§ 6 
If individual provisions of this contract are or become ineffective, so the validity of the other provisions are not affected. 

In such a case, both sides will replace the invalid provision by a in economic result equal or as close as possible next scheme. 

As jurisdiction the registered office of SCB is agreed.
